Abstract

Study aims to identify the efficiency
of Slaven strategy program in increase
motivation towards learning music edu-
cation and increase achievement in cer-
tain branches of music education (the
Rudiments of Music and music reading)
among grade five girls. To achieve this
aims, the researcher has used the experi-
mental method. The study sample com-
prised of 40 female students from grade
5. The first session of basic learning stage
of students are with an average age of 9-
10 years old were divided to two groups:
the first was an experimental group(20
female students)the second was a control
group (20female students).The research-
er used the tools had been: a measure of
motivation to learn music from (prepared
by the researcher) and achievement test
to measure branches of music educa-
tion (the Rudiments of Music and mu-
sic reading) for the fifth grade in basic
education (prepared by the researcher),
As well as conduct of the colorful suc-
cessive line test devised by Ravn to en-
sure that students of the experimental
and control groups are in consistency
as to intelligence level .Having ensured
that the two groups were in consistency
in term of age, intelligence, achievement
level in branches of music education and

(T) for averages difference indicators,
and relying upon the (SPSS).

The results respond to the questions
of the study
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study can be summarized as follows:

Slavin strategy program was efficient
in improving the level of education in
two branches of the subjects that have
been mentioned above and improve mo-
tivation towards learning music. The
degree of improvement was large and
clear to the members of the experimental
group compared with the control group
who are never exposed to the program's
experiences.

basic education.

2- Organize learning content to fit
Slavin strategy.
