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Teaching throughout foreign languages and their impact on the
educational process

Abstract

The wide use of foreign languages as a
medium of teaching in some schools in the
Arabic countries has led to posing several
questions about their impact on the edu-
cation of our children through the views of
both the foreign languages teaching experts
and the learners' parents. To find satisfact-
ory responses to their queries required
adopting a comparative, analytical method
of research. This helped to review several
literatures that dealt with languages and
their importance together with the diverse
effects of teaching in English on the life of
our children and the handing ~down of the
society culture and values to them. A que-
stionnaire was prepared comprising 6 main
categories with 55 items that identified the
views of 45 Arab languages teaching ex-
perts together with the views of 45 of the
children's parents. The most important
results were as follows:

The views largely agreed upon 20 items
handling the importance of language te-
aching and the influence of the teaching in
English on the education of the children
dealing with the importance of the lang-
uage, the impact of the English language as
a vehicle of teaching in our children’s life,
and the result of this impact on passing
down of the educational and social values.

The views also agreed largely on (25)
items including the impact of English
language used as a medium of teaching on
the children’s life and behavior.

The most striking demerits of this tende-
ncy were: Instilling western, cultural molds
and norms in our children’s minds, and inte-

rrupting the normal flow of our children’s
communication successfully (91.1%)

Only (10) (18.2%) items did not
acquire  definite  views: the most
outstanding of which were: restrictions of
the children’s creativity wing to the non-
identical applic-ations and implications of
the foreign language and the mother tongue
(47.1%) and the non-profundity or the
superficiality of their expression of the
varied nations.

Variation calculus was detected at the
level of (Opro experts on 4 major cate-
gories in the questionnaire as the average
of their responses was (76.7%) whereas
that of the parents was (61.9%); but no
sharp distinction between the two was
noticed in one major branch. This, in turn,
stressed the experts better awareness of the
influence of using forcing languages as a
vehicle of teaching as well as their con-
sequences that affected the educational
process.

The study concluded with a number of
recommendations and suggestions and me-
chanisms of application.
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
